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BIOGRAPHIES

Jacob Bricca is a film editor, director, and teacher. He is the editor of Lost in La Mancha, the feature documentary about Terry Gilliam that grossed nearly $1 million in US theatrical, and Jimmy Scott: If You Only Knew, which won the Audience Award on PBS's Independent Lens series in 2004.  Other recent editing credits include Tell Me Do You Miss Me, a music documentary about the NYC rock band Luna which will premiere at the Tribeca Film Festival in April, 2006, and What A Girl Wants, a short about the media's impact on girls' self-image that is currently used in media education programs throughout the country.  As director, he has meditated on the power of the moving image in the documentary shorts All Of It and Nothing, and lost himself in abstract imagery in a variety of experimental shorts.  Independents Under Fire is his first feature as director.

Bricca has an MFA in Film Editing from the American Film Institute, and a BA in Film Studies and Sociology from Wesleyan University. He currently divides his time between filmmaking and teaching, holding a post as Visiting Assistant Professor of Film Studies at Wesleyan University.

Jonathan Crosby’s producing credits include Fighter, a feature-length documentary which has garnered awards at The Newport International Film Festival, Galway International Film Festival, and Karlovy Vary International Film Festival. He co-produced/directed Looking For Sly, which won Best Documentary Short at the LA International Short Film Festival, and South By Southwest. He acted as consulting director for 93 Million Miles From the Sun (honored by the Berlin Film Festival), and served as Director of Photography on Brothers, an award-winning documentary.
